Johanna Mathilda Brown was christened on the 22nd March 1870 in Graaff-Reinett, Cape Province, South Africa. She was the daughter of James Benjamin Brown and Maria Catherine Cloete.
She married William Herbert Hornigold on the 3rd of Feb 1892 in St Paul’s Church, Port Elizabeth, South Africa.  They had nine children:

Her husband died in 1912 with a very small estate leaving her in a state of destitution to look after her nine children.  She outlived one of her children, Mervyn H Hornigold, who died in 1938.  She died in her home at 16 Martin Road, Walmer, Port Elizabeth, South Africa on the 22 December 1950.  She left a will with an estate valued at £921 which included land valued at £900 and the remaining cash and furniture valued at £21.  The land she left in her will was that part of the farm Buffelsfontein, called Springfield.  She left her estate in her will to her children except for Lilian Agnes Hedges , Elizabeth Poulter and Frank Hornigold however the heirs to the will repudiated their claims to the will and awarded their share to their sister Dorothy Hornigold, who was a spinster.
